For the occasional leisure cyclist

8.5m / 14km Burnmouth (Eyemouth Local Cycling Trails)

Allow 1 hour of cycling plus time for stops

Start from the car park at Gunsgreen House towards the harbour, crossing the footbridge and turning left into Harbour Road. Follow the Coldingham and St Abbs Head trail to Ale Mill to pick up the Burnmouth trail. 

On route you will pass Ayton Castle designed by James Gillespie Graham. One of the Scottish Borders most impressive historic houses it was built in Scots Baronial style, in red sandstone, and commands a dominant position on the landscape. (The castle is not open to visitors). 

A mile out of Ayton, the route begins to ascend with some respite before a further climb to reveal views over Burnmouth to the North Sea. 

The route then descends into Burnmouth where you can take a short diversion down to the harbour. North out of Burnmouth the return leg is mostly downhill before rejoining the outward stretch back to Gunsgreen.  

At either end of your cycle, spend some time exploring Eyemouth, one of Scotland’s busiest fishing ports and an ideal place to enjoy a meal of locally caught best quality fresh fish in addition to the town’s award winning ice-cream. Gunsgreen House, a splendid eighteen century merchant’s villa designed by John Adam is a great place to start, illuminating the town’s smuggling history. You can also discover more about Eyemouth and the surrounding area at the Eyemouth Museum.
